	Lesson Plan Template 2: Oral summary 


	Part A

(10 minutes)
	Video Story
1. Students are asked to write down as many words and phrases that come to mind while watching the video “Fantasmas” (Video Section: Templates). The words can be in Spanish or English.
2. In pairs, students combine their words and try to write up a short summary of the video.


	Part B

(15 minutes)
	Narrative Transcripts
1. Students get a copy of 3 transcripts of point-of-view narratives of the video they watched. First, they need to figure out the meanings of all the words/phrases in the transcripts.

2. Then, they watch the video a second time and they use the information from the transcripts to create a final master narrative that uses information from all three transcripts.


	Part C

(10 minutes)
	Oral summary
1. Students are asked to put away their transcript-based narratives to create a 1-minute oral summary of the story. Taking turns, each student narrates the story as well as they can remember it (they can use information from the transcripts).
2. As one student does the oral narrative, the other one takes notes of ideas, errors, etc. that can be shared with the speaker to help him/her improve the oral summary.


	Part D

(10 minutes)
	Final oral narrative
1. The instructor will ask specific students to narrate (without reading any notes) their 1-minute summary of the story.
2. As the other students listen, they take note of important aspects of the story. The instructor will ask questions about each story narrated.
