	Lesson Plan Template 3: From narrative to video


	Part A

(10 minutes)
	Video Story
1. Students are asked to get together in groups of 3 or 4. Each group receives 2 written native-speaker narratives of a video they will watch afterwards. 
2. The students hypothesize in their groups about what the story will be about (characters, setting, images, plot, music, etc.) and write a short description.



	Part B

(15 minutes)
	Video
1. Students watch the video “Fantasmas” (Video Section: Templates) and each group of students will compare their comments with what they saw. Were they right about the story? What parts were not expected? What parts did they get right?

3. Selected group will present their ideas to the class. The other groups take note of new words, ideas, comments, etc. to develop their own narratives.


	Part C

(10 minutes)
	Our video story
1. The instructor shows the video once more so that students can write their own narratives. 
2. Without reading previous scripts or notes, each student individually writes up a new narrative.



	Part D

(15 minutes)
	Final comparison
1. In groups, students compare their own narrative with the ones from the scripts previously reviewed, paying attention to vocabulary, grammar, structure of the narrative, themes, etc.

2. Students will then write up a “master” narrative of the events of the story that they consider to be the best depiction of the events.
3. Finally, each group will submit their final version to the instructor
